* The context in which the act or omission occurred —is all the
available past information available and does any still need to be
sought — how important might missing information be?

* Causal link to parents/carers against what would have been
reasonable/is reasonable to expect of any parents in relation to this
child and its needs (with or without provision of services)

* Parental reaction — both immediately and in the long term

* What protective/positive factors or individuals (e.g. extended family)
are there?

* What engagement with professionals in recognition of the need for
change is there? What acceptance of responsibility / what insight
/what capacity and what motivation for changing and sustaining
change is there? Are the causes of problems identified and needs
established so that clear targets for parents and agencies can be set
and linked to clear outcome expectations?

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Appendix 3: Eligibility for Preventative Services
for the Youth Offending Service

Junior Youth Inclusion Project

Two projects based in Cauldwell, Bedford and Parkside, Houghton Regis.
Two geographic areas; chosen because of levels of deprivation and
youth crime. The objective of the JYIP is to reintegrate into society young
people at risk of offending, truancy, school or social exclusion. The young
people must live within the geographic boundaries of the Cauldwell and
Parkside wards. Age of young people referred to the projects is 8 to 13
years. Projects meet on two evenings a week, 4.30 to 6.30pm. Monday
and Tuesday, Parkside. Wednesday and Thursday, Cauldwell. They also
undertake some holiday activities. All young people are assessed before
joining the scheme.

Youth Inclusion and Support Panels

A multi-agency planning group incorporated into MAAG to avoid duplication.
The aim is to offer early direct intervention to those identified as at risk of
offending and anti-social behaviour, by offering voluntary support services
to 8 to 13 year olds and their families. Capacity is limited - one worker who
works countywide who will carry out an assessment of the young person
referred. The work identified may be carried out by the YISP worker, or
could be signposted to other agencies. The key concepts are at risk of crime
and/or anti-social behaviour — the YISP worker is not an alternative to FAST
and the issues must be different

Anti Social Behaviour Worker

Capacity is limited - one worker who works across the county. Specific
cases should be referred following decision making meetings held by

the Anti Social Behaviour Co-ordinators employed by the three district
councils and ideally there will have been preliminary discussions with the
ASB workerl YOS Senior. Referrals from Beat Officers may also be made.
The reason for referral through MAAG/YISP is to involve other agencies
as appropriate — MAAG should NOT designate any referrals for the ASB
worker unless the above criteria are satisfied. The district based ASB co-

ordinators will complete a CAF and submit to MAAG/YISP for assistance
and support by statutory and voluntary agencies.

Parenting

Establishment for three Parenting Social Workers and one support worker,
who work across the whole county. Undertake work with the parents and
carers of young people who are currently open cases to the Youth Offending
Service.

Offer parenting support to parents and carers of young people who are
currently open cases to the Junior Youth Inclusion Project, Youth Inclusion
and Support Panel, and Anti Social Behaviour Worker.

Some case can be allocated from MAAG, but we must link any parenting
intervention to a young person.

The Parenting Team will undertake assessment of need, offering a range of
interventions including:

One to one support — but not to a complex level.

Group work
* 6 week parenting group plus parallel youth group
* 6 week parenting group
* Whole day workshop
* Specific evening sessions, DASH, Autism / Aspergers, ADHD/ODD
* Dads Group

The Parenting Team cannot work with long term cases — they are not family
social workers.

The Parenting Team cannot take on cases that are primarily the remit
of FAST.
