Safeguarding deaf and disabled children

Date 19th October 2011 – 9.00am-4.30pm

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This course is designed for anyone working with deaf and/or disabled children/young people. This group of children are particularly vulnerable to abuse and yet this abuse is very under-reported.
Aim:

Increase knowledge and awareness of the particular safeguarding responsibilities for all staff when providing services to deaf and disabled children, young people and families.

By the end of the course the delegate will be able to:- 

1. Define the term disability

2. Outline the legal framework relating to Children’s Rights, Disability Discrimination, Health and Education for deaf and disabled children, young people and their families

3. Discuss the impact of children’s disability(ies) on their siblings and families

4. Explain the reasons for deaf and disabled children’s increased vulnerability to all forms of abuse

5. Consider and respond to the professional challenges that may present when working with deaf and disabled children, young people and their families
