Dear Colleague

Thank you for your continued support of the LSCB multi agency programme.  I am pleased to report that our programme has been further developed during 2009-2010.   We are now providing Refresher training opportunities, Domestic Abuse and Its Impact on the Child and Safer Recruitment courses in addition to our Introduction to Safeguarding and monthly two day Safeguarding Children and Inter – Agency Working courses.

As a result of the current economic situation and the pressure placed on Agencies budgets as a result the LSCB has decided that fully catered courses can no longer be provided. Therefore, as of 1st May 2010 lunches will no longer be provided on LSCB courses and delegates will be required to bring their own lunch or purchase lunch at or near the training venue. Teas and coffees will be provided as previously.

We have also reviewed our other training costs and are actively seeking venues at reduced rates or that can be offered as a ‘benefit in kind’ to the LSCB at zero charge.  Our Training Calendar has been amended (see attached and on our website at : www.bedfordshirelscb.org.uk )  and you will note that the Pasque Hospice venue is no longer our southern base and that we have re- scheduled our courses from there to Dunstable Community Fire Station, Brewers Hill Road, Dunstable.

We also intend to strictly apply our Cancellation Policy as of April 6th 2010 and will charge Agencies at full rate to cover our Administration costs where places are cancelled without due Notice (4 weeks) or where delegates fail to advise us of sickness on the day.

As you will be aware there has been no increase in charges made for LSCB  training over the last four years.  It is with regret therefore, that I must advise you that as of May 1st 2010 the charge for Private or Independent organisations will be increased to £120 per day, and that single additional places booked by partner organisations will be charged at £75 per day. Those partner organisations who pay their training costs in advance will continue to pay £60 per day.  I am however very happy to confirm that the LSCB will continue to provide FREE training places to Voluntary organisations for 2010-2011.
E- learning packages are provided free of charge to partner Agencies and the charge of £12.50 per person for Private or Independent organisations will continue for the present.

The following group descriptors are taken from the Secretary of State’s Guidance ‘Working Together to Safeguard Children – A guide to inter agency working to safeguard and promote the welfare of children, 2010’ 

GROUP 1

Staff in infrequent contact with children, young people and/or parents/carers who may become aware of possible abuse or neglect. For example, librarians, GP receptionists, community advice centre staff, groundsmen, recreation assistants, environmental health officers. 

If your job role falls into Group 1 then the above LSCB courses are not considered suitable and you should contact your Line Manager to find out about training available to help you fulfil your role and responsibilities.
GROUP 2 
Those in regular contact or have a period of intense but irregular contact, with children, young people and/or parents/carers including all health clinical staff, who may be in a position to identify concerns about maltreatment, including those that may arise from the use of CAF.

For example, housing, hospital staff, YOT staff and staff in secure settings, the police other than those in specialist child protection roles, sports development officers, disability specialists, faith groups, community youth groups, play scheme volunteers.
GROUP 3 
Members of the workforce who work predominantly with children, young people and/or their parents/carers and who could potentially contribute to assessing, planning, intervening and reviewing the needs of a child and parenting capacity where there are safeguarding concerns. For example, paediatricians, GPs, youth workers, those working in the early years sector, residential staff, midwives, school nurses, health visitors, sexual health staff, teachers, probation staff, sports club welfare officers, those working with adults in, for example, learning disability, mental health, alcohol and drug misuse services, those working in community play schemes.

GROUP 4

Members of the workforce who have particular responsibilities in relation to undertaking section 47 enquiries, including professionals from health, education, police and children’s social care; those who work with complex cases and social work staff responsible for co-ordinating assessments of children in need.
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
